Please use the attached form to submit information on any items that are being recommended for inclusion in the Spending Plan now being developed for the DEMHS 2007 grant funds.

As the Spending Plan must be based on needs identified through the SWOT process, a copy of the draft SWOT summary report will be made available on the COGCNV website www.cogcnv.org.  Or, if you prefer, I will email a copy on request.  

The funding request form is a Word template, and can be filled in on your computer.  After the form has been completed, please save it using a name that includes the RESF # and one or two words that will identify the project easily. As noted on the form itself, it is to be submitted via email to bbuddington@sbcglobal.net on or before Friday March 28, 2008.  All submissions will be acknowledge with 24 hours, so please follow up with a phone call if you do not get an email confirmation.
As the forms are received, the essential information will be compiled in a spreadsheet and the form, as submitted, will be forwarded to the RESF Chair for review and prioritization (within the RESF).

The TOTAL AMOUNT OF FUNDING available to Region 5 for this spending plan is $942,104 (for 43 towns and 9 active RESFs).

EVALUATION CRITERIA for inclusion in FY 2007 Region 5 Spending Plan
· Does it address a critical weakness?

· Can it be implemented in a timely manner?

· Does it address a priority need common to several ESFs?

· Does it qualify as “low-hanging fruit”?  (not terribly expensive, of widespread benefit, addresses a priority need, politically acceptable, easy to implement?, etc)

· For it to succeed, will it require ongoing funding in future years?  and if so, has the source of the additional funding been identified?

· Does it leverage other resources? (i.e. is part of the funding coming from another source?)

· What geography will benefit?  
· What population (#) that will benefit?
And, for the overall spending plan, geographic equity.
