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7. Economic Development and Manufacturing Assistance Fund

This program, administered by the Connecticut Department of Economic and Community Development
(DECD), offers incentive driven direct loans for projects that show a strong economic development
potential, These incentives include loans and loan guarantees to businesses for job retention or
expansion and tax credits for new machinery or equipment.

8. Connecticut Innovations, Inc.

Created in 1989 by the Connecticut Legislature, this is a quasi-public entity which promotes
technological growth in Connecticut. CI carries out its intention mostly by making equity investments
in emerging Connecticut technology companies, providing essential, non-financial support to
entrepreneurs, and conducting initiatives that address specific needs of Connecticut’s technology sector.,
Since 1995, Cl has been the state’s leading investor in high technology. They have invested over $133
million in Connecticut businesses.

Waterbury is the site of Connecticut’s first Information Technology Zone. This zone is a 42-block area
in the downtown business district that is surrounded by three rings of fiber-optic cable that provides
high-speed Internet access.
